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Preface
These Bid Solicitation Documents have been prepared for use by the EMERGENCY RESCUE SERVICE (RESCUE-1122) Khyber Pakhtunkhwa through Procurement of Goods, Works & Services Rules 2014 Provisions, which are intended to be used and will remain unchanged are in Part-One, these includes Instructions to Bidders (ITB) and General Conditions of Contract (GCC).

Part - Two has five sections. Any amendment or variation in the Instructions to Bidders (ITB) and the General Conditions of Contract (GCC) in Part-I, regarding contract data and procurement specific provisions, will be carried out in Bid Data Sheet (BDS) & Special Conditions of Contract (SCC) respectively in Part-Two: Section- I which includes Invitation For Bid (IFB), Bid Data Sheet (BDS) & Special Conditions of Contract (SCC). Part - Two: Section-II includes Technical & Financial Evaluation Criteria for the bidder and the intended Goods. Part- Two: Section-III further includes Schedule of Requirements, Technical Specifications and Ancillary Services. Part-Two: Section-IV also contains standardized Sample Forms and Schedules to be submitted by the bidder; and Part-Two: Section V contains in the end, exceptions to the list of eligible countries for the procurement activity under consideration.

Each section is prepared with notes [in italics] intended only as information for the Purchaser or the person drafting the bidding documents. They shall not be included in the final documents.

1. 5. A Pre-Bid Meeting shall be held on 30th April 2026 at 1100 hours in the committee room of Relief Rehabilitation & Settlement Department with interested bidders who choose to attend. 
6. Procurement shall be conducted under the Single Stage – Two Envelope Procedure, in accordance with KPPRA Rules, 2014 (as amended from to time).
7. Bid security @ PKR. 1.0-Million per lot (for which the bidder choose to apply) shall submit in the shape as specified/allowed in the KPPPRA Act/Rules in the name of Director General Emergency Rescue Service (Rescue-1122) Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. Non-submission of the bid security shall render the bid as non-responsive.
8. Interested bidders shall submit their Technical and Financial Bids through E-PADS. Submission through E-PADS is mandatory, and any bid not submitted electronically shall be considered non-responsive. However, a hard copy of the Bid shall be submitted to the office of Incharge Procurement Cell RR&S Department for evaluation, Audit & Record Purpose.
9. The bidders must fulfill all eligibility and qualification criteria as specified in the Bidding Solicitation Documents.

1. [bookmark: 1._Scope_of_Bid]Scope of Bid

Instructions to Bidders (ITB)

Director General EMERGENCY RESCUE SERVICE (RESCUE-1122) Khyber Pakhtunkhwa invites bids for supply of FURNITURE AND COMMUNICATION EQUIPMENTS mentioned in the Schedule of Requirements along with Technical Specifications and related services incidental thereto to meet the requirement of EMERGENCY RESCUE SERVICE (RESCUE-1122), Khyber Pakhtunkhwa with Bid Reference Number for the procurement activity as mentioned in Bid Data Sheet (BDS).

Means of communication for the bidders will be true and original signed copies of documents and letters to be submitted either in person or through registered post/courier service with proof of receipt. Phone, fax, telex and email can be used only for information/inquiry purposes.

2. [bookmark: 2._Source_ofFunds]Source of Funds
The client as mentioned in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS)

3. [bookmark: 3._Eligible_Bidders]Eligible Bidders
This Invitation for Bids (IFB) for purchase of relief items open to all eligible firms as mentioned in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS) and more specifically described in the Schedule of Requirement in Part-Two: Section-III of these Standard Bidding Documents.

Government-owned enterprises in Pakistan may participate only if they are legally and financially autonomous and authorized to participate in bidding.

The authorized dealer must possess valid authorization from the Principal Manufacturer. However, in case of Manufacturer, they should have a documentary proof as per standards applicable or as prescribed in the Bid Form 3B: Section IV of these Standard Bidding Documents to the effect that they are the Manufacturer of the required specifications of Goods.

Bidders under a declaration on judicial stamp paper of ineligibility for corrupt and fraudulent practices issued by any Government (Federal, Provincial or Local) or a public sector organization are NOT-ELIGIBLE.
A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest. All bidders found to have conflict of interest shall be disqualified. Bidders may be considered to have a conflict of interest with one or more parties in this bidding process, if they:
(a) Are or have been associated in the past, with a firm or any of its affiliates which have been engaged by the Purchaser to provide consulting services for the

preparation of the design, specifications, and other documents to be used for the procurement of the Furniture and communication quipment to be purchased under these Standard Bidding Documents; or

(b) Submit more than one bid in this bidding process, except for alternative offers permitted under ITB Clause 15.6 of these Standard Bidding documents. However, this does not limit the participation of subcontractors in more than one bid.

Bidders shall provide such evidence of their continued eligibility satisfactory to the Purchaser, as the Purchaser shall reasonably request.
4. [bookmark: 4._Corruption_and_Fraud.]Corruption and Fraud.
The Government of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa defines Corrupt and Fraudulent Practices as “the offering, giving , receiving, or soliciting of anything of value to influence the action of a public official or the supplier or contractor in the procurement process or in contract execution to the detriment of the Procuring agencies; or misrepresentation of facts in order to influence a procurement process or the execution of a contract, collusive practices among bidders (prior to or after bid submission) designed to establish bid prices at artificial, non-competitive levels and to deprive the Procuring agencies of the benefits of free and open competition and any request for, or solicitation of anything of value by any public official in the course of the exercise of his duty”

Indulgence in corruption and fraudulent practices is liable to result in rejection of Bids, cancellation of contracts, debarring and blacklisting of the Bidder, for a stated or indefinite period of time.

5. [bookmark: 5._Eligible_Goods_and_Services.]Eligible Goods and Services.
All goods and related services related to be supply under the contract shall conform to the policies of the Government of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa in vogue. All expenditures made under the contract shall be limited to such goods and services. For purposes of this clause, (a) the term “Goods” includes any goods that are the subject of this Invitation for Bids and (b) the term “Services” includes related ancillary services such as supply, transportation, installation, insurance, port releases, after sale service etc.
6. [bookmark: 6._Cost_of_Bidding.]Cost of Bidding.
The Bidding Documents will be available from the date of publishing of the IFB and will be available up-to the period as mentioned in the Bid Data Sheet. The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its bid, and the Procuring Entity shall in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

7. [bookmark: 7._Bidding_for_Selective_Items.]Bidding for Selective Items.
A Bidder, if he so chooses, can bid for selective items in purchase of items from the list of goods) provided for in the Schedule of Requirements. However, the firm will be evaluated separately for each items as per evaluation criteria for both categories mentioned in the SBD’s.

The Bidding Procedure


8.1.	The Bidding procedure shall be governed by the Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Public Procurement of Goods, Works and Services KPPRA Rules, 2014
9. [bookmark: 9._Applicable_Bidding_Procedure.]Applicable Bidding Procedure.

The bidding procedure is governed by Rule 06(2) (a) & (b) KPPRA Rules, 2014. Bidders are advised also to refer to the Bid Data Sheet (BDS) to confirm the Bidding procedure applicable in the present bidding process.

The bidding procedure prescribed in the Bid Data Sheet is explained below:


Single Stage, Two Envelope Procedure (Rule-6(2)(b) KPPRA 2014)
i. The bid shall comprise a single package containing two separate proposals which will be uploaded on E-PAD. Each proposal shall be separately marked/uploaded as the Technical Proposal and the Financial Proposal;
ii. Initially, only the proposal marked “TECHNICAL PROPOSAL” shall be opened; technical proposal is to determine the technical strength and consideration of the illegibility of the firm for the bidding process, which is to be carried out before the opening of the financial bids. Affidavit on the judicial e-stamp of Rs.500, that the firm is not blacklisted and bid security of Rs. 1.00 (M) in shape as allowed in KPPRA rules in favour of DG Rescue-1122 shall be placed in financial proposal and original must be submitted to the department. A proof of which may also be placed in the technical proposal
iii. The envelope marked as “FINANCIAL PROPOSAL” shall be retained in the custody of Procuring Entity without being opened;
iv. The Procuring Entity shall evaluate the technical proposal, without reference to the price and reject any proposal which do not confirm to the specified requirements;
v. During the technical evaluation NO amendments in the technical proposal shall be permitted;
vi. The financial proposals of bids shall be opened in the presence of the bidders or their representatives who chose to attend at a time, date and venue to be announced and communicated to the Bidders in advance;
vii. After the evaluation and announcement of the technical proposal the Procuring Entity shall at a time within the bid validity period, open the financial proposals of the technically accepted bids only, in the presence of the bidders or their representatives

who chose to attend. The financial proposal of bids found technically non- responsive shall be returned un-opened to the respective Bidders; and
viii. The bid found to be highest quoted fair bid in terms of price amongst technically responsive bids shall be the best evaluated bid and will be considered as successful bidder for award of contract under Section 31 of KPPRA Act 2012.
[bookmark: The_Bidding_Documents]The Bidding Documents
10. [bookmark: 10._Contents_of_the_Bidding_Documents]Contents of the Bidding Documents

The goods required, applicable bidding procedures, and Contract terms are prescribed in the Bidding Documents. In addition to the Invitation for Bids, the Bidding Documents include:
(a) Instructions to Bidders (ITB)
(b) Bid Data Sheet (BDS)
(c) General Conditions of Contract (GCC)
(d) Special Conditions of Contract (SCC)
(e) Evaluation Criteria
(g) Schedule of Requirements (List of Required Items &its specifications)
(h) Technical Specifications/Sample Size Ancillary Services
(i) Sample Forms & Schedules

The “Invitation for Bids (IFB)” is not a formal part of the Bidding Documents and is included as a reference only. In case of discrepancies between the Invitation for Bid and the Bidding Documents listed in 10.1 above, the Bidding Documents shall take precedence.

The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, and specifications in the Bidding Documents. Failure to furnish all information required by the Bidding Documents or to submit a bid not substantially responsive to the Bidding Documents in every respect shall be at the Bidder’s risk and may result in the rejection of its bid.
11. [bookmark: 11._Clarification(s)_on_Bidding_Document]Clarification(s) on Bidding Documents.
A prospective Bidder requiring any clarification(s) on the Bidding Documents may notify the Procuring Entity in writing at the Procuring Entity’s address indicated in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS). The Procuring Entity shall respond in writing to any request for clarification(s) of the bidding documents, which it receives not later than ten (10) days prior to the deadline for the submission of bids prescribed in the Invitation for Bids. Written copies of the Procuring Entity’s response (including an explanation of the query but without identifying the source of inquiry) shall be sent to all prospective Bidders that have received the Bidding Documents.
12. [bookmark: 12._Amendment(s)_to_the_Bidding_Document]Amendment(s) to the Bidding Documents.
At any time prior to the deadline for submission of bids, the Procuring Entity, for any reason, whether at its own initiative or in response to a clarification(s) requested by a prospective Bidder, whether in a Pre-Bid Meeting to be held on a date specified in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS) may modify the Bidding Documents by amendment(s). The purpose of pre-

bid meeting is to clarify the functional requirements of the Procuring agency and the feedback from the bidders so offered. This is in line with the general principles of procurement as enunciated under section 03 of the KPPRA Act 2012. In order to allow prospective Bidders reasonable time for taking the amendment(s) into account in preparing their bids, the Procuring Entity, at its discretion, may extend the deadline for the submission of bids.


PREPARATION OF BIDS
13. [bookmark: 13._Language_of_Bids.]Language of Bids.

All correspondences, communications, associated with preparation of Bids, clarifications, amendments, and submission shall be written in English. Supporting documents and printed literature furnished by the Bidder may be in another language provided they are accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant passages in English, in which case, for purposes of interpretation of the Bid, the said translation shall take precedence.
14. [bookmark: 14._Documents_comprising_the_Bids.]Documents comprising the Bids.
The Bid shall comprise of the Bid Forms of this Bidding Document and all those ancillary documentations that are prescribed for the eligibility of the bidders and goods and ancillary services that are found necessary and highlighted in the Bid Forms in Section-V.

The Bidder shall complete the Bid Forms and an appropriate Price Schedule furnished in the bidding documents, indicating the goods to be supplied, a brief description of the goods, their general and specific characteristics as specified in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS), ancillary services that the bidder is willing or required to provide along with the proposed price.

All the documents submitted in technical proposal/bid shall be stamped & signed by the bidder/authorized person.
15. [bookmark: 15._Bid_Price.]Bid Price.
The Bidder shall indicate on the appropriate form prescribed in this Bidding Document the unit prices and total bid price of the goods, it proposes to supply under the Contract Form prescribed for quoting of prices is to be filled in very carefully, preferably typed. Any alteration/correction must be initialed. Every page is to be signed and stamped at the bottom. Serial number of the quoted item may be marked with red/yellow marker.

The Bidder should quote the prices of items according to the technical specifications as provided in Part-Two: Section III of this document. The technical specifications of goods, different from the required specifications, shall straightway be rejected.

The Bidder is required to offer a competitive price which must include all the taxes, levies, duties, prescribed price and any other price as mentioned in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS) where applicable. If there is no mention of taxes, the offered/ quoted price shall be considered as inclusive of all prevailing taxes/ duties, etc.

The benefit of exemption from or reduction in the taxes and duties shall be passed on to

the Procuring Entity.

Prices offered should be for the entire quantity of an item demanded in the Schedule of Requirement; partial quantity offers shall straightaway be rejected. Conditional, Optional or alternate offer/bid shall also be considered as non- responsive Bid.

While making a price quote, trend/ inflation in the rate of goods and services in the market should be kept in mind. No request for increase in price due to market fluctuation in the cost of goods and services shall be entertained.

16. [bookmark: 16._Bid_Currencies.]Bid Currencies.
Prices shall be quoted in the currency Pak Rupees Only.
17. [bookmark: 17._Samples]Samples

The Bidder shall provide 01 x samples of the quoted goods along-with the bid at his own cost if required by the entity. However, in that case, the bids without samples will be treated as non-responsive.

18. [bookmark: 18._Documentation_on_Eligibility_of_Bidd]Documentation on Eligibility of Bidders.
Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, the Bid Form provided in Part-Two: Section IV of the Standard Bidding Documents as specified in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS), establishing the Bidder’s eligibility to bid and its qualifications to perform the Contract if its bid is accepted.

Technical Bid Proformas provided in Part-Two: Section IV of the Standard Bidding Documents for the preparation of Technical Bids by the bidder to be submitted with quotations as specified in Bid data Sheet (BDS).

The documentary evidence of the Bidder’s eligibility to bid shall establish to the Procuring Entity’s satisfaction that the Bidder, at the time of submission of its bid, is an eligible bidder as defined under ITB Clause 3 of these Standard Bidding documents above.
19. [bookmark: 19._Documentation_on_Eligibility_of_Good]Documentation on Eligibility of Goods.

The Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid the Bid Form provided as in Part- Two Section-IV of these Standard Bidding Documents as specified in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS), documents establishing the eligibility and conformity to the bidding documents of all goods, which the Bidder proposes to supply under the Contract.


20. [bookmark: 20._Bid_Security.]Bid Security.

The Bidder shall furnish, as part of its bid, a Bid Security to the extent of amount mentioned in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS). Unsuccessful bidder’s bid security shall be discharged or returned soon after signing of contract agreement with the successful bidder.
The successful Bidder’s bid security shall be discharged upon signing of contract and furnishing the Performance Security/Guarantee.
The bid Security may be forfeited:
(a) if a Bidder withdraws its bid during the period of bid validity;
Or
(b) in the case of a successful Bidder, if the Bidder fails to sign the Contract or fails to provide a Performance Security/Guarantee for the duration of the contract.

21. Bid Validity.
Bids shall remain valid for the period identified in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS). 
The Procuring Entity shall ordinarily be under an obligation to process and evaluate the bid within the stipulated bid validity period. However, under exceptional circumstances and for reason to be recorded in writing, if an extension is considered necessary, all those who have submitted their bids shall be asked to extend their respective bid validity period. Such extension shall be for not more than the period equal to the period of the original bid validity.

Bidders who: -
(a) agree to the Procuring Entity’s request for extension of bid validity period shall not be permitted to change the substance of their bids; and
(b) do not agree to an extension of the bid validity period shall be allowed to withdraw their bids without forfeiture of their bid securities.
22. [bookmark: 22._Formats_and_Signing_of_Bids.]Formats and Signing of Bids.
The Bidder shall prepare and submit its bid and provide original documents, as appropriate. Copies of any documents must be signed and stamped by the bidder.
The Bid shall be accompanied by the original receipt for payment made for the purchase of the bidding document. In an event where the Bidder has downloaded the bidding document from the web, they will require to get the original payment receipt of the prescribed fee from the Procuring Entity well before the date of submission of bid.
The original bid shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be signed by the Bidder or a person or persons duly authorized to bind the Bidder to the Contract. The person or persons signing the bid shall initial all pages of the bid form.
Any interlineations, erasures, or overwriting shall be valid only if they are initialed by the person or persons signing the bid.
Any tampering, illegitimate inclusion or exclusion in any part of the Standard Bidding Documents shall lead to disqualification of the bidder.

[bookmark: Submission_of_Bids]Submission of Bids
23. [bookmark: 23._Sealing_and_Marking_of_Bids.]Sealing and Marking of Bids.

The envelopes shall be marked as “TECHNICAL PROPOSAL” and “FINANCIAL PROPOSAL” in bold and legible letters to avoid confusion. Similarly, the Bidder shall seal both the proposals/bids in one single envelope. The said two envelopes shall then be sealed in an outer envelope.
The inner and outer envelopes shall:
a) be addressed to the Procuring Entity at the address given in the Invitation for Bids; and
b) Bid Reference No. Indicated in the Bid Data Sheet, and a statement: “DO NOT OPEN BEFORE,” the time and the date specified in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS) for opening of Bids.
The envelope shall also indicate the name and address of the Bidder to enable the bid to be returned unopened in case it is declared as “late”.
If the outer as well as inner envelope is not sealed and marked as required by the ITB Clauses
23.a to 23.b above the Procuring Entity shall assume no responsibility for the bid’s misplacement or premature opening.
24. [bookmark: 24._Deadline_for_Submission_of_Bids]Deadline for Submission of Bids
Bids must be submitted by the Bidder and received by the Procuring Entity at the address on the time and date specified in the Bid Data Sheet (BDS). Bids received later than the time and date specified in the Bid Data Sheet will stand summarily rejected.
The Procuring Entity may, in its discretion, extend the prescribed deadline for the submission of bids or making correction and for addition by issuing addendum/corrigendum.
25. [bookmark: 25._Late_Bids]Late Bids
Any bid received by the Procuring Entity after the deadline for submission of bids prescribed by the Procuring Entity pursuant to ITB Clause 24 shall be rejected and returned unopened to the Bidder.
26. [bookmark: 26._Withdrawal_of_Bids]Withdrawal of Bids
The Bidder may withdraw its bid after the bid’s submission and prior to the deadline prescribed for opening of bids.
No bid may be withdrawn after the deadline for submission of bids and the expiration of the period of bid validity specified in Bid Data Sheet. Withdrawal of a bid during this period may result in forfeiture of the Bid Security submitted by the Bidder, pursuant to the ITB Clause 20 above.

Opening and Evaluation of Bids
27. [bookmark: 27._Opening_of_Bids_by_the_Procuring_Ent]Opening of Bids by the Procuring Entity:
All bids received, shall be opened by the Procuring Entity publicly in the presence of the Bidders or their representatives (who choose to attend) on the date, time and venue prescribed in the Bid Data Sheet.
The opening of Bids shall be subject to the Bidding Procedure prescribed in the Bid Data Sheet and elaborated in ITB Clause 9above.
All Bidders in attendance shall sign an attendance sheet.
The Purchaser shall open one Bid at a time and read out aloud its contents which may include name of the Bidder, category tendered for, any discounts, any bid modifications or withdrawal, the presence or absence of requisite bid security, unit as well as total bid price and such other details as the Purchaser, at its discretion, may consider appropriate if not in conflict with the Khyber Pakhtunkhwa Public Procurement of Goods, Works and Services Rules, 2014 specifically Rule37.
The Procuring Entity shall have the minutes of the Bid opening (technical and when applicable financial) recorded.
No bid shall be rejected at bid opening, except for late bids, which shall be returned unopened to the Bidder
The financial bids found having without Affidavit confirming the availability of Bid Security in the Financial proposal shall be rejected.
28. [bookmark: 28._Clarification_of_Bids.]Clarification of Bids.
During evaluation of the bids, the Procuring Entity may, at its discretion, ask the Bidder for a clarification of its bid. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing, and no change in the prices or substance of the bid shall be sought, offered, or permitted.
29. [bookmark: 29._Preliminary_Examination.]Preliminary Examination.
The Procuring Entity shall examine the bids to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly signed, and whether the bids are generally in order.
1. In the financial bids the arithmetical errors shall be rectified on the following basis.
2. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail, and the total price shall be corrected.
3. If the Bidder does not accept the correction of the errors, its bid shall be rejected, and its Bid Security may be forfeited.
4. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the amount in words shall prevail.
The Procuring Entity may waive any minor informality, nonconformity, or irregularity in a bid which does not constitute a material deviation, provided such waiver does not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of any Bidder.

Prior to the detailed evaluation, the Procuring Entity shall determine the substantial responsiveness of each bid to the bidding documents. For purposes of this clause, a substantially responsive bid is one, which conforms to all the terms and conditions of the bidding documents without material deviations. Deviations from, or objections or reservations to critical provisions, such as those concerning Applicable Laws, Taxes, strep code fee & Duties and internationally recognized best practices shall be deemed to be a material deviation for technical proposals and Bid Security for financial proposals. The Procuring Entity’s determination of a bid’s responsiveness is to be based on the contents of the bid itself without recourse extrinsic evidence.
If a bid is not substantially responsive due to the matters concerning to 29.4 above, it shall be rejected by the Procuring Entity and may not subsequently be made responsive by the Bidder by correction of the nonconformity.

The Procuring Entity, at any stage of the procurement proceedings, having credible reasons for or prima facie evidence of any defect in Bidder’s capacities may require the Bidder to provide information concerning their professional, technical, financial, legal or managerial competence.
Such qualification shall only be laid down after recording reasons thereof in writing.
They shall form part of the records of that procurement proceeding.
The Procuring Entity shall determine to its satisfaction whether a Bidder, technically and financially qualified and amongst the technically qualified bidders lowest bidder shall be declared/ ranked as Highest-Ranking Fair Bid. 

The Procuring Entity shall disqualify a Bidder if it finds, at any time, that the information submitted by him concerning his qualification, as Bidder was false and materially inaccurate or incomplete.

The Purchaser may announce the results of the bid evaluation in form of a report through its website and display on office notice board, giving justification for acceptance or rejection of bids at least ten days prior to the award of procurement Contract. (b) “The Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier under the Contract for the full and proper performance of its Contractual obligations.

(c) “The Goods” means all those supplies, which the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the Contract.

(d) “The Services” means those services ancillary to the supply of above goods, such as printing of special instructions on the label and packing, design and logo of the government of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa, transportation of goods up-to the desired destinations, installation and other such obligations of the Supplier covered under the Contract.

(e) “GCC” mean the General Conditions of Contract contained in this section.

(f) “SCC” means Special Conditions of the Contract.

(g) “The Purchaser/Procuring Entity” means the Client as mentioned in the SCC.

(h) “The Supplier/Vendor/Contractor” means the individual or firm Supplying the goods under this Contract.

(i) “Day” means calendar day.

value by any public official in the course of the exercise of his duty.”
